Accommodation and Venues

For the whole event, our accommodation will
be the youth hostel of the village of
Hochspeyer, which is situated near the cities
Neustadt an der  Weinstralle and
Kaiserslautern. The teambuilding venue is
located just around the youth hostel in the
nearby forest. Committee Work will take place
in the Miinchhof school in Hochspeyer, about
one kilometre away from our accommodation.
General Assembly will be held at the castle
“Hambacher Schloss” in the village of
Hambach, which is about 20 kilometres away



from Hochspeyer and can be seen on the
picture.

Extended Stay
It will be possible for all delegates to arrive
one day in advance and stay for one night
longer. We have booked several rooms in a
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youth hostel in the city of Mannheim for the
nights June 14" - June 15" and June 18" — June
19", However, the costs arising from one or
two extra nights at the youth hostel will not be
covered by us but will have to be paid by
yourselves. Costs will be approximately 20€
per night and person.

If you're interested in this offer, please contact
us as soon as possible, so we can reserve a
place for you.

Insurance
It is wvital that all participants (teachers,
delegates, etc.) have their own, personal travel
insurance or that their school has such an
insurance covering loss of luggage, accidents,
disease etc. We also suggest that you are
covered by a personal liability insurance.

Alcohol and Behaviour Policy

It is the responsibility of every participant of
the session to observe and control his/her
behaviour. Alcohol will be available at some
events — but delegations should remember their
national legal requirements whilst on school
trips. Also note, that German law generally
forbids the consumption of alcohol under the
age of 16 and the consumption of spirits and
hard alcohol under the age of 18.

As young ambassadors from your countries,
we expect you to understand that we would not
wish your stay in Germany to be ruined by
your own misbehaviour or that of others. EYP
frowns upon overindulgence. Delegates are
reminded that any overindulgence in alcohol
will result in immediate dismissal from the
programme and students will be sent home at
their own expense. EYP operates a total zero
tolerance policy with drugs.

Teachers
The teachers will enjoy a separate programme

which is being prepared and will be conducted
by Yves Tauschwitz (see contacts section).
Of course, teachers will be able to meet their
students and share the impressions and
experiences. The teacher’s attendance at GA
goes without explanation.

Eurovillage

As an essential and popular part of every EYP-
session, we will set up “Eurovillage” at Friday
night. Every delegation will present its native
country and culture with lots of food, drinks,
flags, maps and costumes. It will be a
colourful evening.
